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Abstract

A faunistic study on the lepidopterous insects from Is. Yeongjong and adjacent Islands, Incheon city, is
carried out from 1993 to 1994. Based on the present study, 247 species belonging to 20 families are
recognized and FPatissa fulvosparsa (Butler) is confirmed as a valid species of Korean moth fauna. The
total number of the lepidopterous insects of investigated area including the previous records is 475 species
of 33 families. The dominent species in the surveyed area is Dendrolimus spectabiis (Butler) and 10
species, Diarsia canescens (Butler), Xerodes albonotaria (Bremer), Axylia putris (Linnaeus), Aethalura
nanaria (Staudinger), Athetis stellata (Moore), Chrysonthrum amatum (Bremer et Grey), Celastrina
argiolus (Linnaeus), Paraona staudingeri Alphéraky, Euproctis subflava (Bremer), Xestia c-nigrum

(Linnaeus) are one of the common species in this region.
