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Report on a collection of marine animals
from Gogunsan Islands

Abstract

During the investigation of the marine fauna of Gogunsan Islands in Yellow Sea from
July 24, 1980 to July 29, 1980, the authors prepared a checklist of some taxa based on
the materials which were collected by the present authors. The list is given to 15
families, 21 species of Mollusca; 20 families, 37 species of Arthropoda; 58 species in total.

The fauna of these islands are very simple compared with that of Geoje island in
South Sea, but a little more plentiful than that of Gyeogryeolbi islands.

In both Bangchug-do and Duri-do, the large black barnacles (Tefraclita squamosa
Japonica) grow in upper part.

In all examined islands, Thais clavigera were shown in larger numbers. The anomu-
ran species Pinnotheres pholadis are reported here first in Jeonlabug Province and the
caprellids species, Caprella algaceus and C. monoceros are new to Korea.
