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Flora of Piagol ‘valley in Mt. Chiri

Abstract

- In the Piagol valley 96 families, 293 genera and 483 species have found, of which

- Polygonatum lastanthum Maxim. var, coreanum, Pleuropterus cilinervis, Deutzia coreana

Lev. var. triradiata, Stewartia koveana, Ribes mandshuricum, Corylopsis coreana and
" Prunus subhirtella Miquel var. pendula (Maxim.) Tanaka for. ascendens were the diagnostic
indigenous species.

Taxa of Lindera glauca, Poun‘hzaea villosa, Polysticum tvipteron, Lespedeza maximowiczii,
“Corylus heterophylla Fisch. var. thunbergii, Youngia chelidoniifolia and Ilex macropoda
occurred frequently, however, Hoste longipes, Hemerocallis aurantiaca, Dryopteris crassir-
hizoma, Lastrea thelypteris, Aconitum uchiyamai, and Hypericum erectum less frequently.

The most abundant taxa observed were Compositae 39, Graminae 35, Liliaceae 28,
