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Abstract

We studied the insects fauna of Mt. Chuwangsan which located from Ch’ongsong-Gun to
Yongdok-Gun in Kyéngbuk province on July, 1984. Total identified specimens are 603 species,
98 families in 12 orders. Among them, Zanclognatha subgriselda Sugi which included in Noc

tuidae.

By means of literature four new species recorded from Mt. Chuwangsan. A little difference
in insect distribution pattern compare with other regions in central area of Korea Peninsular
and some species are included oriental region. At that feeding type, small hervivorous insects

are more abundant carnivorous. .
