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Abstract

Lepidopterous insects inhabited in Mt. Sobaek, a national park, were investigated at July, 1991 and August,
1994, and the results were as follows.

1. Lepidopterous insects were a total of 27 families, 206 genera and 264 species in addition to 12 families,
110 genera and 147 species more than those of previous studies.

2. Noctuidae was the most dominant as 66 species and the next was Nymphalidae as 33 species.

3. Dominant species were Arichanna melanaria L., Ampelophaga rubiginosa B. G., Everes argiades P., and
Polygonia c-aureum L.

4. Among the insects protected as wild animal in Ministry of Environment, Parnassius bremeri B. and
Fabriciana nerippe C. R. F. as a endangered species, and Protantigius superans O., Dilipa fenestra L. and
Sasakia charonda H. as a rare species inhabited in Mt. Sobaek area. On the Lepidoptera of Mt. Sobaek area
