Abstract

Censuses were made from 20-21 July, 18-19 August, 21-22 September 1996 at Muti-pur-
_pose Range Complex (MPRC), Yongpyong Area.

A total of 212 individuals of 30 species were recorded during censuses.

Paradoxornis webbicua fulvicauda was the most abundant species, followed by Parus
major, Pica pica sericea, Phasianus colchicus karpowi, Cettia diphone borealis,
Emberiza cioides castaneiceps (Table 1).

Natural Monument was Otus scops stictonotus, Rare and Endangered species was Halcy-
on pileata.

Mammals were recorded Hydropotes inermis argyropus, Tamias sibiricus asiaticus,

Sciurus valgaris coreae and Lepus sinensis coreanus.
